The decisions of judges and show management 
are final.  Please do not approach a judge to 
dispute a placing.  Questions or concerns will be 
handled by the Show Manager. 

Safety and sportsmanship are essential.  
Horses, riders or spectators showing objectionable 
or unsafe behavior may be excused. 

Show rules: The show will be judged according to 
the PNW 4-H Contest Guide and KC 4-H horse 
program rules.  Show rules will be posted on the 
show website and in the show program.  Exhibitors 
are expected to know the rules and to follow them. 

Ride-all-day fee: Flat fee covers all non-medals 
classes on Saturday including one dressage test.  
Jumping classes are not included. 

Stall are not required:  Horses may be shown 
from a trailer but may not be left unattended. 

Class sizes: Limited to 15 for rail classes.  
Classes may be limited to one lot of 15 or split at 
the discretion of show management. 

Refunds: If classes are cancelled you may request 
a refund of pre-paid show fees before the show 
ends. Fees may also be refunded if a physician or 
veterinarian confirms you are unable to show.  
Fees will not be refunded for missed classes. 

Gate holds:  Limited to 3 minutes.
